TECHNICAL GUIDANCE

This state plan page content will be automatically inserted into S52 - Reasonable Classifications of Individuals under Age 21 when it is necessary for the state to identify the classifications of individuals it covers under this eligibility group.

A number of classifications are presented for the state to select from.  Select one or more of these options:  

· Individuals for whom public agencies are assuming full or partial responsibility.

· If this is selected, the state must additionally select either individuals in foster care homes or private institutions, placed by public agencies, or both.

· If either of these classifications is selected, the state may also choose Individuals placed in foster care homes or private institutions by private, non-profit agencies.
· Following the selection of each classification, the state must enter the age or ages to which the classification applies. Only one selection may be made.
· Individuals in adoptions subsidized in full or in part by a public agency.
· If this is selected, the state must enter the age or ages to which the classification applies. Only one selection may be made.
· Individuals in nursing facilities, if nursing facility services are provided for children under age 21 under this plan.  (This should only be selected if the state provides nursing facility services for children under age 21 under the Medicaid state plan.)
· If this is selected, the state may additionally select Individuals in Intermediate Care Facilities for Individuals with Intellectual Disabilities (ICF-IID), if these services are provided for children under age 21 under the plan.
· Following the selection of each classification, the state must enter the age or ages to which the classification applies. Only one selection may be made.
· Individuals receiving active treatment as inpatients in psychiatric facilities or programs, if such services are provided under this plan.  (This should only be selected if the state provides these services for children under age 22 under the Medicaid state plan.) 
· If this is selected, the state must enter the age or ages to which the classification applies. Only one selection may be made.
· Other reasonable classifications.  (This should be selected if the state uses reasonable classifications for this eligibility group, but they are not represented by the options listed above.  If Other reasonable classifications is selected, additional text boxes will appear for the state to complete. The state must:
· Provide a name for each “other” classification;
· Provide a complete and thorough description of the individuals in the other classification; and
· Specify the age to which the classification applies.

Review Criteria

The state must select at least one classification of individuals.  If the state does not make a selection, the SPA cannot be approved.  If “Other reasonable classification” is selected, the state must provide a name and thorough description of the classification.  It must also specify the age limit for each classification. If the state does not provide a name, a thorough description (if Other is selected), and specify the age, the SPA cannot be approved.
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
